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The choice is yours: Beer, cocktails - or maybe Prosecco?

Innsbruck by night - casual, elegant and stylish

Though you rarely get all the commotion of a ski resort, Innsbruck is by no means a town that shuts down for the night. Innsbruck’s nightlife resembles more that of a typical student town: with pubs, bars and street side cafés where you can sit back, enjoy a pleasant drink and have a chat – but there is still plenty of opportunity for a good party as well.

In the city centre alone you find a wide selection of stylish bars and cosy cafes. Near the cathedral, at the Domplatz square and in Pfarrgasse, the Domcafé, c.u. bar and the unpretentious Brixner Haus-da Vincenzo, with their splendid chandeliers and comfortable sofas, provide a relaxed ambiance for an evening with friends. These spots are particularly pleasant during summertime: the Stadtcafé with its ‘After work lounge parties’, large terrace and view of the Hofburg Imperial Palace and the Hofgartencafé, boasting the largest beer garden in town.

Sophisticated evening entertainment of a different kind can be found at Casino Innsbruck. Why not combine an atmospheric evening of playful fun with an elegant meal, or visit one of the many dancing, cabaret or other evening events at the casino?

In a stand-alone building by the Inn River and near to the Ottoburg is the Tapabar, which specializes in Spanish appetizers. After crossing the river Inn, you cannot miss the Innkeller. Situated on the ground floor of the traditional Innbrücke hotel; it is highly recommended to all fans of good music and good beer. 

While we’re on the subject of beer: the Theresienbräu in Maria-Theresien-Straße does its own brew, and also 11er Haus, near the Golden Roof, has a vast selection of beers. At both inns the ambiance is casual, and in summer their spacious beer gardens are rather inviting. To explore beer culture from other countries you best head for Limerick Bill’s Irish Pub at Maria-Theresien-Straße, or the Stiftskeller, which is under the management of the Munich Augustinerbräu. Its name is somewhat misleading as the Stiftskeller has much more to offer than just its beer cellar. The premises – which in 2007 underwent major renovation works – are part of the Innsbruck Hofburg, the imperial court building, and in addition to the cosy, vaulted beer cellar offer spacious ground floor Stuben, a Baroque ceremonial hall on the first floor and a convivial beer garden facing Franziskanerplatz. You will find that meals and beverages are a perfect combination of both Bavarian and Tyrolean restaurant culture. 

Offering possibly the most charming ambiance of all Innsbruck’s bars is the Glasmalerei, situated in a picturesque arch in Glasmalereistraße. Where once coloured church windows were on display, now fine wines and delicious foods are being served to good music, and in the inviting beer garden balmy summer evenings pass all too quickly.

Getting there from the old town, however, you will encounter a few hurdles along the way – and some are extremely hard to bypass. You should really stop off at Ebi’s, a small American bar on Adolf-Pichler-Platz with a vast selection of wines and cocktails, - and must not miss the bars and cafés at the Rathausgalerien, designed by French architect Dominique Perrault. On the ground level we recommend La Habana, Gösser and Magistrat, while up high the 5th Floor – American bar and terrace at the hotel ‘The Penz’ - offers live music on Wednesdays and Fridays, together with the most stunning views of Innsbruck by night. 

Another two floors up is the 360°, a combination of café, wine bar and lounge, an elegant vantage point with glass all around - affording unobstructed views from all angles. But it is not just 5th Floor and 360° that are renowned for their trendy looks: the downstairs bar of the Pavillon scores with its unique location between Hofburg and Landestheater, as well as Italian flair with its al fresco area and – most importantly – great selection of Prosecci and Tramezzini. Tucked away in Wilhelm-Greil-Straße there is a small, stylish café, the Wilhelm Greil. With its bistro interior, superb Italian coffee and selection of fine wines it is an ideal spot to either simply grab a quick espresso, or stay for a lengthy conversation. 

In case you feel like listening to (live) music, your will find everything your heart desires at Hudelist in the old town, Jimmy’s or Blue Chip. Hudelist offers a fine menu and wine selection and live jazz acts on Thursdays and Saturdays. At Jimmy’s and Blue Chip – both located in Wilhelm-Greil-Straße – you will enjoy nightlife with great music that brings the dance floor alive.
