Concerts, nightlife and fun on the dance floor

Whether you want live music or party vibes ( Innsbruck’s nightlife scene has something to suit all tastes. From dusk till dawn bars, clubs and music venues are non-stop meeting points for all party animals.

If you are on the look out for concerts and DJ events then the Treibhaus, the Hafen and pmk are just right for you. The Treibhaus in Angerzellgasse is the oldest alternative venue in Innsbruck, but even so, it still has one of the ‘youngest’ gig programmes. Almost every day musicians perform international jazz, hip-hop and Latin music and is also a venue for salsa discos, DJ events and cabaret evenings. Apart from the two event rooms in the ‘Tower’ and on the ground floor, there is a spacious daytime and evening cafe on the ground floor and a jazz club in the cellar, both of which offer plenty of variety. The Hafen, near to motorway exit ‘West’, specialises in pop, rock and heavy metal. Pmk (Plattform mobile Kulturintiativen), an amalgamation of more than 30 cultural clubs, puts on alternative rock, electro-pop, grunge and heavy metal concerts in Viaduktbogen 19, at very reasonable prices. 

If you rather dance away the night you should head for Blue Chip and Jimmy’s, both clubs are located at Wilhelm-Greil-Straße. The Stadtcafé specializes in dance music for all tastes: on Wednesdays it’s Salsa night, at the Thursday ‘Cotton Club’ you can dance to funk, soul and jazz music, Friday night’s ‘City Club’ caters to House fans and at the ‘Reload’ party on Saturdays the greatest dance floor hits since the 1970s keep the floor moving. 

The Weekender Club - probably the most extraordinary club in town - brings British vibes into the Alpine scene, with DJ events and club gigs with all your faves plus the latest to come from the London (predominantly) club scene. Brit pop, funk and soul music provide an atmosphere like in the roaring sixties – groovy, as Austin Powers would say.
